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HOW TO GET IN
The SoE’s Undergraduate Academic Advising Services will administer
the process that students will use to declare enrollment in the certificate.
Students declaring in the Certificate must have a minimum grade point
average of 2.50 to be eligible for the certificate to align with the School of
Education's requirement for good academic standing. Students intending
to complete the Promoting Activity for Diverse Abilities Certificate
should visit the School of Education's Certificate Programs (https://
education.wisc.edu/academics/certificates/) page to complete the
declaration form.

Students declared in the Physical Education BS may not declare the
Certificate in Promoting Activity for Diverse Abilities.
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
