Three-year plans may vary considerably from student to student,

depending on their individual preparation and circumstances. Students
interested in graduating in three years should meet with an advisor as early
as possible to discuss feasibility, appropriate course sequencing, post-
graduation plans (careers, graduate school, etc.), and opportunities they
might forgo in pursuit of a three-year graduation plan.

A three-year degree is feasible for students with a variety of backgrounds
and specific preparation.
