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HOW TO GET IN
There are no prerequisites for declaring the History Certificate, and
students are encouraged to declare as soon as they feel comfortable
doing so. Students in all UW-Madison schools and colleges may
declare the History Certificate. To declare, students should fill out the
History Major/Certificate Declaration Form (https://history.wisc.edu/
undergraduate-program/declaring-the-history-major-or-certificate/).
All students are strongly encouraged to make an advising appointment
after declaring and are also welcome to meet with an advisor before
declaring.

History Majors are not
eligible to declare the History Certificate.
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
